This roster is to be implemented during actual MEOP (Medical Emergency Operations) conditions ONLY.

PRIVACY ACT STATEMENT:  TITLE #10, USC Section 8012 And EO 9397.

PRINCIPAL PURPOSES:  This roster is to enable the MEDDAC, Evans U.S. Army   Community Hospital, Fort Carson, Colorado in an alert situation to notify civilians and off duty military personnel.

ROUTINE USES:  Alert situations.

PHASE III ALERT:  All personnel report to duty section in BDUs (Profis personnel report to duty with 100% of their TA-50).

PROCEDURES 

After normal duty hours, the Chief of Pharmacy Service will be notified by the AOD/NCOD.  He will, in turn notify the Assistant Chief, Pharmacy Service.  Once notified, each individual will immediately call the person next in line on the roster.  If the person called cannot be reached, call the person next in line.  Do not stop calling until you reach someone listed below you.  Do not spend too much time redialing.  If you cannot reach a person go to the next name.  Remember, time is of the essence in your reporting to your duty station.  When the last person is notified, call the Inpatient Pharmacy at 524-4400 and leave a status report of whomever did not receive a call, who was called, and the time.  NOTE:  If you cannot reach the Inpatient Pharmacy, call 526-7102 and leave the Status Report on the recorder.  EACH PERSON CONTACTED SHOULD PASS ALONG THE MESSAGE GIVEN AS WELL AS NAMES OF THOSE THAT ARE NOT CONTACTED.

Personnel residing in the MEDDAC Company Barracks will be notified by the CQ with follow up by NCOIC, Inpatient Pharmacy.
